This includes parents, 
students, teachers, administrators, or the general public. 
 
The recipient of the award will be notified in May 2024 and will be recognized with a certificate 
at the annual meeting of the OTF Board of Governors in August 2024. The monetary prize for 
the award is $1,000. This monetary amount may be directed to the award recipient or to an 
educational charitable organization or other worthwhile educational cause designated by the 
recipient.
